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This coming week is Ash Wednesday and our attention is drawn once again to prayer, fasting and almsgiving. Each of us will have our own way of responding to this call to get ready for Easter. As far as Ash Wednesday is concerned it is a day of fasting and abstinence. Fasting means that the amount of food we eat is considerably reduced and those over eighteen are bound by the law of fasting until the beginning of their sixtieth year. Abstinence means that we give up a particular kind of food or drink or form of amusement, all over the age of fourteen are bound by abstinence. That said, no one should ignore medical advice or do anything contrary to common sense.  





Sometimes it can be difficult to engage with the season of Lent. But CAFOD are providing a topic in which young and old can get involved, a campaign for clean water. First there is CAFOD fast day on Friday 2nd March. The good news here is that the UK government will match each donation pound for pound so that’s a good incentive for our almsgiving. The CAFOD activity on water poverty this lent will also involve a card campaign details of which will appear in the Newsletter nearer the time. They also have other ideas which local CAFOD reps can supply. One such idea is that we deprive ourselves of water for a brief period to feel what it is like to experience water poverty. So, for one day we could go without an afternoon cup of tea - an act of abstinence. Again don’t do anything contrary to medical advice or common sense. This appreciation of water may also help us to appreciate the baptismal waters of Easter.
